ORDER SETTING LOCAL PUBLIC HEARING 
Syllabus:  This order grants the request of the Office of the Public Counsel for a local public hearing.

On August 25, 2004, Raytown Water Company filed a tariff under the Commission’s Small Company Water Rate Increase rule.  The tariff is due to become effective October 10, 2004.  That tariff would increase Raytown Water’s annual revenue by $273,757.  It would also have a surcharge related to a major main replacement project.

On September 2, the Office of the Public Counsel requested a local public hearing.  The Commission will grant OPC’s request:

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1.
That the Commission shall hold a local public hearing on September 20, 2004, at Raytown South High School, 8211 Sterling Avenue, Raytown, Missouri.         
2.
That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission will conduct a general information session starting at 6:00 p.m.  The hearing will begin at 6:30 p.m. 

3.
The local public hearing will be held in facilities that meet the accessibility requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act.  Any person who needs additional accommodations to participate in these hearings should call the Public Service Commission’s Hotline at 1-800-392-4211 (voice) or Relay Missouri at 711 prior to the hearing.

4.
That the Commission’s Data Center shall serve a copy of this order upon the county commission of each county in the company's service area.  In addition, the Commission’s Public Information Office shall make notice of this order available to the media serving the company’s service area and to the members of the General Assembly representing the residents of the company’s service area.

5.
That this order shall become effective on September 9, 2004.
