STAFF’S SECOND MOTION FOR EXTENSION 

OF TIME TO FILE memorandum

Comes Now the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission and, for its Second Motion for Extension of Time to File Memorandum, states to the Missouri Public Service Commission as follows:

1.
On September 22, 2003, Village Greens Water Company filed an application for a certificate of convenience and necessity to provide water service in Franklin County, Missouri.

2.
On September 23, 2003, the Commission issued its Order Directing Filing, in which it stated that Village Greens had failed to comply with Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.060 (1) (K) and (M).  In its Order, the Commission stated that Village Greens would not be granted the requested relief until it complies with the Commission’s rules, and it directed Village Greens to file documents in compliance with the said rules.  To date, Village Greens has not complied with the Commission’s Order. 

3.
Also on September 23, 2003, the Commission ordered the Staff to file its memorandum in this case not later than December 22, 2003.  On that date, the Staff filed its Motion for Extension, in which it requested that the Commission extend the deadline for filing the Staff’s memorandum to January 12, 2004.   The Staff’s Motion for Extension is still pending.

4.
After the Staff filed its Motion for Extension, Village Greens informed the Staff that it was thinking about expanding the area that it sought to include in the service territory requested in this case, to include existing developed and undeveloped area within a small village.  Before the Staff formulates a recommendation in this case, it needs to further investigate the feasibility through additional information from the Company, as well as information in writing from the village, setting forth the village’s desires regarding water service in the village.  The Staff also wants to receive some information in writing from existing residents who would be potential customers that Village Greens seeks to serve, with regard to the proposed service.

5.
The Staff therefore requests that the deadline for filing the Staff’s memorandum be extended by an additional month, to February 12, 2004, to enable the Staff to gather additional information about the company’s intentions and the potential customers’ desires, to formulate a response to Village Green’s request, and to file the memorandum.  Village Greens has informed the Staff that it does not oppose the requested one-month extension of time.  

6.
Pursuant to the Commission’s Order Directing Filing, issued September 23, 2003, the Commission cannot yet grant the requested relief, in any event, since Village Greens has not yet complied with the Commission’s rules, so an extension of time will not prejudice the Company.


WHEREFORE, the Staff requests that the Commission extend by one month the deadline by which the Staff must submit its memorandum in this case, and that it direct the Staff to file its memorandum by no later than February 12, 2004.
