staff’s memorandum regarding tariff filing 

by village greens water company

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission, by and through counsel and, for its Memorandum Regarding Tariff Filing by Village Greens Water Company, states to the Missouri Public Service Commission as follows:
1.
On September 7, 2004, the Commission issued an Order Granting Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (Order) to Village Greens Water Company, which became effective on September 17, 2004.  As a part of its Order, the Commission directed the Company to submit a complete tariff consistent with the Order.  The Order further provided that this case may be closed on September 18, 2004.  On September 28, 2004 and again on October 18, 2004, the Commission issued notices, stating that no further action remains for the Commission and closing this case.

By a letter dated September 20, 2004, which was stamped "filed" at the Commission’s offices on September 22, 2004, the Company submitted a complete new tariff intended to be in compliance with the above-referenced Commission Order.  The subject tariff bore an issue date of September 22, 2004 and an effective date of October 22, 2004.  Upon receipt of the tariff filing, personnel in the Commission's Data Center scanned the filing into the Commission's electronic filing and information system and assigned Work ID No. YW-2005-0233 to the filing.

The Staff has reviewed the Company’s September 22, 2004 tariff filing, and is of the opinion that the subject tariff complies with the Commission Order referenced in Paragraph 1 above.  (Jim Merciel and Jerry Scheible of the Commission’s Water & Sewer Department performed the review of the subject tariff on behalf of the Staff.)  The said tariff became effective by operation of law on October 22, 2004.

No further action will be needed in this case and the case may therefore remain closed.
WHEREFORE, the Staff respectfully submits its Memorandum Regarding Tariff Filing by Village Greens Water Company.
