ORDER GRANTING EXTENSION OF TIME

On September 22, 2003, Village Greens Water Company filed an application for a certificate of convenience and necessity.  On September 23, the Commission issued its Order and Notice, directing that anyone wishing to intervene do so not later than October 23.  The Commission also directed that the Staff of the Commission file its memorandum not later than December 22.  Also on September 23, the Commission issued an order directing that Village Greens file information in compliance with Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.060(1)(k).  The Commission advised Village Greens that the application would not be granted until Village Greens complied with the order. 

On December 22, 2003, Staff filed a motion for an extension of time, until January 12, 2004, to file its memorandum.  Staff noted that Village Greens had not yet responded to the Commission’s order and would not be prejudiced by the extension of time.  Village Greens did not file a responsive pleading.

On January 12, 2004, Staff filed a second motion for an extension of time, until February 12, to file its memorandum.  Staff informs the Commission that Village Greens is thinking about expanding the area it seeks to serve and that Staff will need to further investigate. Staff also informs the Commission that Village Greens still has not responded to the Commission’s order of October 23, 2003.  Lastly, Staff states that Village Greens is not opposed to Staff’s motion.

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) requires that responsive pleadings be filed within 10 days.  Village Greens has not filed a pleading in response to Staff’s motion.  Because Village Greens has not responded to Staff’s motion, is considering changing its proposed service area and has not responded to the Commission’s order of October 23, 2003, the Commission finds Staff’s motion reasonable and will grant the requested relief. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Staff’s motion for an extension of time to file its memorandum is granted.

2. That Staff shall file its memorandum not later than February 12, 2004.

3. That this order shall be effective on January 16, 2004.
