ORDER DIRECTING CALVEY BROOK WATER TO FILE A PROGRESS REPORT REGARDING TARIFFS 

On May 25, 2004, the Commission granted Calvey Brook Water, Inc. a certificate of convenience and necessity to provide water service to an unincorporated portion of Franklin County, Missouri.  That order directed Calvey Brook Water to file an appropriate tariff to implement its service authority and provided that the certificate of convenience and necessity would not become effective until the Commission approved such a tariff.  

More than four months have now passed and Calvey Brook Water has not yet filed an implementing tariff.  The Commission will direct Calvey Brook Water to file a progress report indicating its current status and when an implementing tariff will be filed.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That Calvey Brook Water, Inc. shall, no later than October 19, 2004, file a progress report indicating its current status and indicating when it intends to file the tariff required to implement the certificate of convenience and necessity granted by the Commission in its order of May 25, 2004.

That this order shall become effective on October 5, 2004.
