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The Master Collocation License Agreement between Sprint Communications Company, LP and Sprint Missouri, Inc. contains many elements that are priced on an individual case basis (ICB).  Staff has concerns about the use of ICB pricing in interconnection agreements between affiliates because of the potential for discriminatory treatment that it introduces.  In this instance Staff has discussed this issue with the Company and has been assured, via the letter attached as attachment 2 to the Staff memo in this case, that “…all collocation requests from Sprint Communications Company L.P. will be handled exactly as requests from all CLECs are handled.  Furthermore, any collocation prices offered to Sprint Communications Company, L.P. will be made available to other CLECs.”  Staff believes that this assurance is sufficient to ensure that the agreement is non-discriminatory to other parties pursuant to the Telecommunications Act of 1996.
