On October 18, 2002, Aquila, Inc. (Aquila or Company) d/b/a Aquila Networks – MPS (MPS) filed tariff sheets with proposed effective dates of October 29, 2002.  On October 21, 2002, MPS filed substitute tariff sheets to correct typographical errors. 

These tariffs were filed to comply with the Missouri Public Service Commission’s (Commission) ORDER APPROVING STIPULATION AND AGREEMENT (Order) in Case Nos. GT-2003-0038 and GT-2003-0039, issued on October 15, 2002.  These Orders require L&P and MPS to file tariff sheets in compliance with the terms of the UNANIMOUS STIPULATION AND AGREEMENT (Stipulation) in these cases, no later than October 18, 2002, to become effective on October 29, 2002.  Also, the Orders require the Staff of the Commission (Staff) to file its recommendation for approval or rejection of the tariff no later than October 22, 2002.

The MPS tariffs match the proposed tariff sheets shown in Appendix A of the Stipulation.  These tariff filings are designed to implement the provisions of § 393.310.3 RSMo Supp. 2002.  This section requires Missouri gas corporations to file tariffs allowing school districts to purchase natural gas and pipeline transportation in the aggregate.  

Staff is of the opinion that good cause exists for approval of these tariff sheets on less than thirty (30) days notice.  Therefore, Staff recommends approval of the following tariff sheets, as filed on October 18, 2002, and as substituted on October 21, 2002, with an effective date of October 29, 2002:
