REQUEST FOR LOCAL PUBLIC HEARING


COMES NOW, the Office of the Public Counsel (Public Counsel), pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.200(E), and respectfully requests that the Missouri Public Service Commission schedule a local public hearing in this matter.  This request is made for the reason that Public Counsel has received several letters and telephone calls from Foxfire Utility Company’s (Company’s) customers protesting the proposed settlement between the Company and the Commission Staff.  Although the Company has filed tariffs for both water service territories and a sewer service territory, the customers overlap.
