ORDER APPROVING COMPLIANCE TARIFFS


  This order approves the compliance tariffs filed herein.

  On April 12, 1999, The Pager Company was certificated by the Missouri Public Service Commission to provide basic local telecommunications service in Southwestern Bell Telephone Company’s exchanges in Case No. TA‑99‑115.  On October 23, 2001, the name change from The Pager Company to The Pager Company d/b/a The Pager & Phone Company was approved in Case No. TO‑2002‑165.  On November 5, 2002, Pager was certificated to provide interexchange service in the state of Missouri in this case.

On December 19, 2002, The Pager Company d/b/a The Pager & Phone Company filed Mo. PSC No. 2 under tariff number YX‑2003‑1252, proposing to offer switched access services.  On January 10, 2003, Pager filed substitute sheets.

On January 22, 2003, the Staff of the Commission filed a memorandum stating that it has reviewed both the tariff and its amendment together with the rates and compared them to Southwestern Bell Telephone Company’s switched access rates and found them acceptable.  Thus, Staff has no objection to the tariff taking effect on February 2, 2003.

On December 19, 2002, Pager filed Mo. PSC No. 3 under tariff number YX‑2003‑1251, in compliance with the November 14, 2002 Commission Order Granting Interexchange Certificate of Service Authority in this case.  On January 10 and 21, 2003, Pager filed substitute sheets.  

On January 22, 2003, the Staff of the Commission filed a memorandum stating that it has reviewed the tariff and its amendments and found them acceptable.  Thus, Staff has no objection to the tariff taking effect on February 2, 2003.

The Commission finds that the tariffs, as amended, filed by Pager are reasonable, in the public interest, and should be approved.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

That the tariff filed under Tariff No. YX‑2003‑1252 by The Pager Company d/b/a The Pager & Phone Company, on December 19, 2002, as amended by substitute sheets filed on January 10, 2003, is approved for service on and after February 2, 2003.  The tariff sheets approved are:
