NOTICE OF CORRECTION TO ISSUES LIST AND ORDER OF WITNESSES

COMES NOW, the Office of the Public Counsel, and respectfully submits this Notice of Correction to the Issues List and Order of Witnesses for the above-captioned Missouri-American Water Company rate case evidentiary hearing.  


The List of Issues and Order of Witnesses Document was prepared for filing on a date when Counsel undersigned was away from the office in order to attend local public hearings in St. Charles and St. Louis County regarding this case. Therefore, these corrections were not noted in time for filing of the document by the Commission Staff on December 3.  


Public Counsel has reviewed the List of Issues and agrees with its contents. However, the filing inadvertently failed to list a Public Counsel witness on the following issues;


On December 18: Issue #10, “AFUDC—What is the appropriate way to calculate AFUDC? Should such a calculation be applied to adjust plant in service included in this case, or on a prospective basis?


OPC witness: Kimberly Bolin.


On December 22: Issue #16, “New St. Joseph plant capacity costs—Is MAWC experiencing excess capacity at its new St. Joseph treatment plant? If so, how is that excess capacity identified and treated for ratemaking purposes?


OPC witness Kimberly Bolin.


On January 9: Issue #34, “Advertising—what is the appropriate expense to be included in MAWC’s cost of service for advertising?”

OPC witness Kimberly Bolin.

Ms. Bolin has addressed these issues in pre-filed testimony which is available to all of the parties. Including her on the witness list for theses issues will not cause hardship or undue surprise to any party in this case.  However, it is appropriate for Public Counsel to make her available for cross-examination on all issues for which she has provided direct, rebuttal and/or surrebuttal testimony in this case.


WHEREFORE, it is respectfully requested that Kimberly Bolin be added as a witness on issues 10, 16 and 34 on the evidentiary hearing schedule in this case.
