notice of agreement regarding disposition

of small company rate increase request

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission ("Staff"), by and through Counsel, and for its Notice of Agreement Regarding Disposition of Small Company Rate Increase Request states the following to the Missouri Public Service Commission ("Commission").

1.
On August 25, 2004
, Raytown Water Company ("RWC") submitted to the Commission proposed tariff revisions to implement an increase in its water service rates and 
charges, and to update its rules and regulations regarding the provision and taking of water service, and the instant case was established.

2.
As stated in RWC's tariff filing transmittal letter, the subject tariff revisions are 
based upon an Agreement Regarding Disposition of Small Company Rate Increase Request ("Disposition Agreement") executed by RWC and the Staff, which pertains to RWC's small company rate increase request that was received at the Commission's offices on March 10, 2003.

On August 27, the Commission issued its Order Directing Filing ("August 27 Order") in this case, in which it directed the Staff to file the Disposition Agreement referenced in RWC's tariff filing transmittal letter and directed RWC to file written consent of the extension of 
the 150-day tariff filing period that normally applies to small company rate increase requests.

4.
In compliance with the Commission's August 27 Order, attached hereto, and 
identified as Appendix A, is an electronic copy of the signed Disposition Agreement, and related attachments, referenced in RWC's August 25 tariff filing transmittal letter.

5.
Included as a part of the Disposition Agreement is acknowledgement of the Company/Staff agreement regarding extensions of the 150-day tariff filing period that normally applies to small company rate increase requests (second paragraph on page 4 of the agreement).

6.
As the Disposition Agreement includes acknowledgement of the Company/Staff agreement regarding extensions of the 150-day tariff filing period that normally applies to small company rate increase requests, the Staff requests that this filing be considered as sufficient to meet the filing requirement applicable to RWC set out in the Commission's August 27 Order.

WHEREFORE, the Staff respectfully requests that the Commission accept the attached Agreement Regarding Disposition of Small Company Rate Increase Request for filing in this case, and consider this filing as sufficient to meet the filing requirement applicable to RWC set out in the Commission's August 27 Order.
