MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF TIME FOR FILING


COMES NOW the Director of the Manufactured Housing and Modular Units Program of the Public Service Commission (“Director” and “Program”), by and through the Missouri Public Service Commission’s (“Commission”) Office of General Counsel and for its motion states as follows:


1.
On December 8, 2004, the Commission issued an Order Establishing Procedural Schedule, wherein it directed, among other things, that the parties “shall agree upon and the Staff shall file a list of issues to be heard, the witnesses to appear on each day of the hearing and the order in which they shall be called, and the order of cross-examination for each witness.”


2.
To finalize the issues in this case, re-inspections of the homes were scheduled for January 13, 2005.  Due to inclement weather, the Program cancelled the inspections and is rescheduling those inspections for January 14 and 18, 2005.

Until the Program conducts such re-inspections, it cannot with certainty determine the issues in this case nor provide an accurate witness list.  Therefore, the Program is asking for an extension of time to file said list to January 19, 2005. This date has been discussed and agreed by Counsel for both parties. Neither party believes that any harm would come from granting this Motion for Extension of Time for Filing.

Commission rule 4 CSR-2.250 states in part that the commission “may order the period enlarged before the expiration of the period originally prescribed...” The filing of this motion falls is before the period originally prescribed. 


WHEREFORE, the Director requests that the Commission grant its Motion for Extension of Time for Filing.
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
