ORDER DIRECTING FILING
On February 14, 2005, the Commission’s Staff filed a Status Report on behalf of all of the parties.  Staff indicated that Socket and Sprint have advised Staff that they should be able to complete an amendment conforming to the new rules prior to March 11, 2005, so that the adoption of the interconnection agreement can be approved without further dispute.  The parties suggested that Commission action at this time would be premature. 
In response, the Commission issued an order directing Staff to file another status report no later than March 18, 2005.  On that date, Staff filed a report indicating that the parties continue to actively negotiate an amendment to the interconnection agreement.  Sprint and Socket anticipate that an agreement can be reached by March 31, and request that the Commission allow them additional time to reach a mutually agreeable interconnection agreement.

The Commission has reviewed the Second Status Report, and finds that the parties should be given additional time to reach an agreement.  Therefore, the Commission will direct Staff to file another status report no later than April 7, 2005.
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That no later than April 7, 2005, the Commission’s Staff shall file a status report as directed above.
2. That this order shall become effective on March 23, 2005.
