ORDER DIRECTING FILING

This order directs Socket Telecom, LLC, and the Staff of the Commission to respond to the Application and Motion for Rehearing of Sprint, Missouri, Inc.

On August 4, 2004, Socket Telecom, LLC, filed a Notice of Adoption of Interconnection Agreement.  Socket notified the Commission of its desire to adopt the terms of the Interconnection Agreement between Sprint and Level 3 Communications, LLC, pursuant to Section 252(i) of the Federal Telecommunications Act of 1996.
  On September 14, the Commission issued an Order Recognizing Adoption of Interconnection Agreement.

On September 23, Sprint filed its Application and Motion for Rehearing.  In that motion, Sprint alleges that the Federal Communications Commission’s Interim Rules, which became effective September 13, prevent a CLEC from opting into interconnection agreements that contain unbundled network elements (UNE) provisions frozen by those rules.

The Commission will order Socket and Staff to respond to Sprint’s motion.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Socket Telecom, LLC, and the Staff of the Commission shall respond to the Application and Motion for Rehearing of Sprint, Missouri, Inc., no later than October 4, 2004.

2. That this order shall become effective on September 24, 2004.
