ORDER GRANTING MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF TIME


On November 19, 2002, CAT-PAC Waterworks, Inc., and Public Water Supply District No. 3 of Franklin County, Missouri, filed a Joint Application for Approval of a Transfer of Assets with the Missouri Public Service Commission.  On December 24, 2002, the Commission directed the Staff of the Commission to file a status report not later than January 10, 2003, informing the Commission of a date certain on which Staff would file its memorandum.


On January 10, 2003, Staff filed its Status Report, advising the Commission that Staff would file its memorandum no later than March 17.  On March 17, 2003, Staff filed a motion requesting additional time in which to file its memorandum.  Staff informed the Commission that the parties were working toward a stipulation, but that if an agreement could not be reached Staff would file its memorandum on March 28, 2003.  Staff’s motion was granted.


On March 27, 2003, the Joint Applicants filed a Motion for Extension of Time to Permit Customer Notice.  Realizing that a deadline of March 28, 2003, did not allow sufficient time to send such notice, Joint Applicants requested an extension until May 1, 2003.  The Commission granted the motion. 


On May 1, 2003, Staff requested a brief extension of time to file a stipulation.  Staff stated that because all of the parties were not available to review and approve the Stipulation, additional time was needed.  Staff anticipates that the Stipulation will be finalized no later than May 5, 2003.


The Commission has reviewed the motion and finds that it to be reasonable.  However, to avoid the necessity of the parties having to request an additional extension of time in the event of some unforeseen circumstance, the Commission will enlarge the deadline requested by Staff.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:


1.
That the request for an extension of time filed by the Staff of the Commission shall be granted.


2.
That the deadline of May 5, 2003, requested in Staff’s motion shall be enlarged to May 9, 2003.

That this order shall become effective on May 5, 2003.
