ORDER GRANTING MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF TIME

TO PERMIT CUSTOMER NOTICE

On November 19, 2002, CAT-PAC Waterworks, Inc., and Public Water Supply District No. 3 of Franklin County, Missouri, filed a Joint Application for Approval of a Transfer of Assets with the Missouri Public Service Commission.  On December 24, 2002, the Commission directed the Staff of the Commission to file a status report, informing the Commission of a date certain on which Staff would file its memorandum in the present case. 

On March 17, 2003, Staff filed a Request for Extension of Time, which was granted by the Commission on March 21, 2003.  In its motion Staff informed the Commission that an extension of time was necessary to allow the parties to work toward a Stipulation and Agreement.  Staff asserted that if a Stipulation and Agreement could not be reached, Staff would file its memorandum on March 28, 2003. 

On March 27, 2003, the Joint Applicants filed a Motion for Extension of Time to Permit Customer Notice.  Joint Applicants assert that in subsequent discussions concerning a possible Stipulation and Agreement, the parties discovered that the deadline of March 28, 2003, would not allow sufficient time for CAT-PAC to send individual customer notices of the proposed transaction.  Joint Applicants therefore request an extension of time until May 1, 2003, in order for customer notices to be sent and for the filing of either a Staff memorandum or a Stipulation and Agreement.  Joint Applicants assert that no party objects to the motion.

The Commission has reviewed the motion for extension of time and finds it to be reasonable.  The motion will be granted.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the request for an extension of time filed by CAT-PAC Waterworks, Inc., and Public Water Supply District No. 3 of Franklin County on March 27, 2003, shall be granted.

2. That this order shall become effective on April 11, 2003.
