ORDER GRANTING

REQUEST FOR EXTENSION OF TIME

On December 24, 2002, the Missouri Public Service Commission directed the Staff of the Commission to file a status report informing the Commission of a date certain on which Staff would file its memorandum, in the above captioned case.  On January 10, 2003, Staff filed a status report informing the Commission that Staff would file its memorandum no later than March 17, 2003.

On March 17, 2003, instead of filing its memorandum, Staff filed a Request for Extension of Time.  Although Staff has completed its investigation into the Joint Application, it has not received certain documents from the owner of CAT-PAC Waterworks.  Hence, Staff has been unable to complete it memorandum.

Staff also informs the Commission that it has discussed the possibility of filing a Stipulation and Agreement with Joint Applicants and the Office of the Public Counsel in lieu of filing a memorandum.  Staff requests that an extension of time be granted to allow it to file its memorandum or a Stipulation and Agreement on March 28, 2003.

The Commission has reviewed the motion for an extension of time and finds it to be reasonable.  The motion will be granted.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the request for an extension of time filed by the Staff of the Commission on March 17, 2003, is granted.  The deadline for the Staff of the Commission to file its recommendation is now March 28, 2003.

2. That this order shall become effective on March 28, 2003.
