ORDER DIRECTING STAFF TO FILE A SUPPLEMENTAL RECOMMENDATION 

At an on-the-record presentation held on October 19, 2004, a witness for Emerald Pointe Utility Company indicated that the company would be submitting revised annual reports to correct certain errors that had been noted by the Commission’s Staff.  Staff stated that it would file a supplemental recommendation after it had a chance to review those revisions.
  Staff has not yet filed its supplemental recommendation, and the Commission is unwilling to act on Emerald Pointe’s application until that supplemental recommendation is filed.   

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

That the Staff of the Commission shall file either a progress report or a supplemental recommendation, no later than November 24, 2004, regarding the revised annual reports filed by Emerald Pointe Utility Company.
