ORDER GRANTING SHARED TENANT SERVICES CERTIFICATE

Syllabus:  This order grants St. Anthony’s Medical Center a certificate of service authority to provide private shared tenant services at its offices located at 10004 and 10010 Kennerly Road, St. Louis, Missouri.

On November 15, 2002, St. Anthony’s applied to the Commission for authority to provide private shared tenant services (STS).  St. Anthony’s applied under Section 392.410, RSMo 2000, which provides that no telecommunications company not exempt from that subsection shall conduct any business in this state until it has a certificate of service authority.

The Commission issued an Order and Notice on November 22, 2002.  In that notice, the Commission informed interested parties that they could intervene in this case.  Interested parties had until December 12, 2002 to intervene.  No parties asked to do so.

On December 17, 2002, the Commission directed its Staff to file a memorandum explaining whether it recommended the Commission grant St. Anthony’s request.  The following day, the Staff recommended the Commission approve St. Anthony’s application.  St. Anthony’s then filed a Motion for Expedited Approval on December 26, 2002.  St. Anthony’s requested the Commission to approve their application by January 5, 2003.   

St. Anthony’s is a Missouri not-for-profit corporation, with its principal offices at 10010 Kennerly Road, St. Louis, Missouri 63128.  This address is its Heart and Ambulatory Center.  St. Anthony’s wishes to provide STS at that address, as well as at its two medical buildings at 10004 Kennerly Road, St. Louis, Missouri 63128.          

According to Section 392.440, RSMo 2000, the Commission may grant an STS certificate if it is in the public interest.  Under Section 392.520, RSMo 2000, STS telecommunications services shall be subject to the minimum regulation permitted by Chapter 392 for competitive telecommunications services.  Section 392.520 further provides that the Commission shall exempt STS telecommunications services from even those tariff filing requirements applicable to other competitive telecommunications services.

The Commission finds granting St. Anthony’s an STS certificate would be in the public interest.  Therefore, the Commission finds that it should grant St. Anthony’s a certificate of service authority.  The Commission finds that waiving the statutes and Commission rules set out in the ordered paragraph below is reasonable and not detrimental to the public interest.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That St. Anthony’s Medical Center is granted a certificate of service authority to provide shared tenant services at 10004 and 10010 Kennerly Road, St. Louis, Missouri 63128, subject to all applicable statutes and Commission rules except as specified in this order.

2. That the Commission shall waive the following statutes and regulatory rules:
