Missouri-American Water Company (hereafter “MAWC”) filed two applications (as
captioned in the style of these cases above) with the Missouri Public Service
Commission. MAWC requests that the Commission grant it authority to install own,
acquire, construct, operate, control, manage, and maintain water and sewer systems for
the public in an incorporated village of Christian and Taney Counties, Missouri.

On October 4, MAWC filed a Motion to Consolidate. MAWC notes that the area
it wishes to serve is the same for both cases. MAWC thus asks the Commission to
consolidate the cases.

No party responded to MAWC’ motion; thus, the Commission will take it up unopposed.
