ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE OF SERVICE AUTHORITY

On March 25, 2003, Stephens Park Medical Building General Partnership filed a Request for Cancellation of Certificate.  Stephens Park stated that in Case No. TA-92-58 it was granted a certificate to provide shared tenant services in a medical office building owned by Stephens Park.  Subsequently, Stephens Park sold the building and ceased to provide shared tenant services.

On March 27, 2003, the Commission issued an order directing the Staff of the Commission to file a memorandum in this matter.  On April 25, 2003, Staff filed its memorandum recommending that the Commission cancel the certificate of service authority granted to Stephens Park.  Staff states that Stephens Park is not delinquent in filing an annual report or in paying its assessment.  Staff also states that the Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunication corporation’s certificate under Section 392.410, RSMo Supp. 2002, which provides that “[a]ny certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected.”

Upon the pleadings filed in this matter, the Commission finds that Stephens Park was issued a certificate of service authority to provide shared tenant services, but has since sold the building in which such services were being provided.  The Commission also finds that Stephens Park owes no assessment fees to this Commission and is not delinquent in filing its annual report.  The Commission will therefore cancel the certificate of service authority issued to Stephens Park.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate of service authority to provide shared tenant services, issued to Stephens Park Medical Building General Partnership in Case No. TA-92-58, shall be canceled.

2. That this order shall become effective on May 11, 2003.

3. That this case may be closed on May 12, 2003.
