ORDER RECOGNIZING CHANGE OF CORPORATE NAME


This order recognizes the applicant’s name change.


On June 17, 2003, the Missouri Public Service Commission entered its Order Approving Transfer of Assets, in Case No. XA-2003-0356.  At paragraph 8 of the Ordered Section, the Commission ordered that C III Ops must file its request to recognize its name change to Broadwing Communications, LLC by June 27, 2003.


Also, on June 17, 2003, in Case No. XA-2003-0356, the Commission entered its Order Approving Interexchange and Nonswitched Local Exchange Certificate of Service Authority and Order Approving Tariff for C III Ops.  The order approving the certificate of service authority and C III Ops’ tariffs was made effective July 4, 2003.


On June 24, 2003, C III Ops filed its Motion to Recognize Name Change Effective July 4, 2003.  Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.060(5) states:

A name change may be accomplished by filing the items below with a cover letter requesting a change of name.  Notwithstanding any other provision of these rules, the items required herein may be filed by a nonattorney. Applications for approval of a change of name shall include:...(B) Evidence of registration of the name change with the Missouri secretary of state....


C III Ops’ pleading did not comply with that part of the Commission rules cited above in that it did not include evidence of registration of the name change with the Missouri Secretary of State.  Thus, on June 25, 2003, the Commission ordered C III Ops to supply such evidence by June 27, 2003, i.e., the date the Commission had previously ordered C III Ops to file the evidence.  On June 27, 2003, C III Ops filed instead a motion for extension of time to file a name change certificate.  The pleading stated that C III Ops filed its application for name change with the Missouri Secretary of State on or about June 25, 2003, but that it had been unable to obtain its actual certification due to a reported backlog at the Secretary of State’s office.  Thus, C III Ops requested until July 3, 2003, to file its evidence of registration.  On July 3, 2003, C III Ops filed its second motion for extension of time to file the name change certificate due to a continued backlog at the Secretary of State’s office.


On July 10, 2003, C III Ops filed its evidence of the registration of the name change with the Missouri Secretary of State.


The Staff of the Commission had previously filed its recommendation and memorandum on May 7, 2003.  Staff noted that the applicant stated that upon closing of the transaction, C III Ops would change its name as set forth above.  The Staff, therefore, recommended that the Commission approve the application subject to the conditions set out in Staff’s pleading, one of which was the change of name.


The Commission has reviewed C III Ops’ filing and finds that the new name should be recognized.  


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That the new name Broadwing Communications, LLC, is acknowledged.

That this order will become effective on July 25, 2003.
