ORDER TERMINATING CERTIFICATE

This order grants the joint petitioners’ motion to cancel their certificates of service authority.

On June 24, 2003, joint petitioners, Broadwing Communication Services, Inc., and Broadwing Telecommunications, Inc., filed with the Missouri Public Service Commission their Motion to Cancel Certificates of Service Authority Effective July 4, 2003.

The motion noted that Broadwing‑CSI is authorized to provide intrastate interexchange service in forty‑eight states, including Missouri.  Broadwing‑CSI currently does not serve end‑user customers, according to the joint petitioners, but serves as a wholesale provider of service to other carriers.  According to the motion, Broadwing‑CSI received its authority to provide telecommunications services in Missouri on August 11, 1995, in Case No. TA‑95‑387, under the name IXC Long Distance, Inc., but IXC‑LD’s name was later changed to IXC Communications Services, Inc., and then to Broadwing‑CSI.

The joint petitioners continued that Broadwing‑TI is authorized to provide resold intrastate interexchange services in forty‑eight states, including Missouri.  According to the motion, Broadwing‑TI received its authority to provide telecommunications services in Missouri on November 19, 1993, in Case No. TA‑93‑296, under the name Network Long Distance, Inc., but Network’s name was later changed to Eclipse Telecommunications, Inc., and then to Broadwing‑TI.  Broadwing‑TI currently resells Broadwing‑CSI’s long distance services to end‑user customers.

The Commission notes that on June 17, 2003, the Commission entered its Order Approving Transfer of Assets in this case.  At paragraphs 6 and 7 of the Ordered Section, the Commission ordered Broadwing‑CSI and Broadwing‑TI to file requests to cancel their certificates by June 27, 2003.

The Commission further notes that also on June 17, 2003, the Commission entered its Order Approving Interexchange and Nonswitched Local Exchange Certificate of Service Authority and Order Approving Tariff for C III Communications Operations, to become effective on July 4, 2003.

Thus, according to the motion, to ensure that there will be no gaps in service authority, Broadwing‑CSI and Broadwing‑TI requested that the Commission cancel their certificates of service authority effective July 4, 2003, the date that C III Ops’ certificate and tariffs become effective.

The Staff of the Commission had previously filed its recommendation and memorandum on May 7, 2003.  Staff noted that the applicant stated that upon closing of the transaction, Broadwing-CSI and Broadwing-TI would file a request to surrender their certificates.  The Staff, therefore, recommended that the Commission approve the application subject to the conditions set out in Staff’s pleading, one of which was the surrender of the certificates.

The Commission notes that it has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation certificate under Sec​tion 392.410.5, RSMo 2000, as currently supplemented, which states, “Any certifi​cate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected.”

The Commission has reviewed the motion of the joint petitioners and the official file and finds that the certificates of service authority granted as stated above will be canceled.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That the certificates of authority and tariffs granted as set forth in this order will be canceled on July 4, 2003.

2.
That this order will become effective on July 4, 2003.
