Staff Recommendation to Approve Proposed Tariff Filing Expeditiously

On September 26, 2003, Kingdom Telephone Company d/b/a Kingdom Long Distance, (KLD), a competitive telecommunications company, filed a proposed tariff filing to introduce a new optional calling plan.  KLD also filed a Motion for Expedited Treatment requesting an order that would allow KLD to offer the service on October 1, 2003.  KLD’s proposed service is interrelated to the tariff filings made on August 29, 2003 by Kingdom Telephone Company and Oregon Farmers Mutual Telephone Company.  Unfortunately, the KLD tariff filing was inadvertently left out of the August 29, 2003 filings.  Therefore, KLD requests that this filing be approved expeditiously to become effective on the same date as the Kingdom Telephone Company and Oregon Farmers Mutual Telephone Company filings.

KLD’s proposed MTS 1 Plus Optional Calling Plan “500 Minute Plan” offers customers 500 minutes of intra and inter state calling for $35.00.  Additional minutes are billed at $.15 per minute.

At the request of Staff, KLD filed a substitute page on September 30, 2003, to correct a page number on the tariff filing.  Staff has no objections to the proposed tariff filing, as amended, and recommends approval of the following tariff pages at the Commission’s earliest convenience:
