ORDER APPROVING INTEREXCHANGE AND NONSWITCHED

LOCAL EXCHANGE CERTIFICATES OF SERVICE AUTHORITY

Nexus Communications, Inc. d/b/a TSI applied to the Commission on November 7, 2003, for certificates of service authority to provide intrastate interexchange and nonswitched local exchange telecommunica​tions services under Sections 392.410, RSMo Supp. 2002, through 392.450, RSMo 2000.
  Nexus is an Ohio corporation with its principal office located at 3629 Cleveland Avenue, Suite C, Columbus, Ohio 43224.

Nexus asked the Commission to classify it as a competitive company and to waive certain statutes and rules as authorized by Sections 392.361 and 392.420.  Nexus did not file a proposed tariff in conjunction with its application and instead sought a temporary waiver of 4 CSR 240-3.510(1)(C), which requires that an applicant for interexchange service authority submit a tariff with a 45-day effective date along with its application.  

The Commission issued a Notice of Applications for Intrastate Certificates of Service Authority and Opportunity to Intervene on November 12, directing parties wishing to intervene to file their requests by November 27.  No requests for intervention were filed.

The Staff of the Commission filed its recommendation and memorandum on December 15.  Staff recommends that the Commission grant Nexus a certificate of interexchange service authority.  Staff also recommends that the Commission grant Nexus a certificate of service authority for local exchange telecommunications services on condition that this authority be restricted to providing dedicated private line services.  Staff recommends that the Commission grant Nexus competitive status, and waiver of the statutes and rules listed in the Notice.  In addition, Staff recommends that the Commission approve Nexus’ request for a waiver of the regulation that would require it to file a proposed tariff along with its application.

The Commission finds that competition in the intrastate interexchange and nonswitched local exchange telecommunications markets is in the public interest and that Nexus should be granted certificates of service authority.  The Commission finds that the services Nexus proposes to offer are competitive and that Nexus should be classified as a competitive company.  The Commission finds that waiving the statutes and Commission rules set out in the ordered paragraph below is reasonable and is not detrimental to the public interest.

The Commission finds that Nexus’ request for a waiver of the tariff-filing requirement of 4 CSR 240-3.510(1)(C) is reasonable.  When Nexus does file its tariff, that tariff does not need to be filed in this case.  Nexus is reminded that it cannot lawfully provide service until it has a tariff in effect.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Nexus Communications, Inc. d/b/a TSI is granted a certificate of service authority to provide intrastate interexchange telecommunications services in the state of Missouri, subject to the conditions of certification set out above.

2. That Nexus Communications, Inc. d/b/a TSI is granted a certificate of service authority to provide nonswitched local exchange telecommunications services in the state of Missouri, limited to providing dedicated private line services, and subject to all applicable statutes and Commission rules except as specified in this order.

3. That Nexus Communications, Inc. d/b/a TSI is classified as a competitive telecommunications company.  Application of the following statutes and rules are waived:
