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NOTICE REGARDING REQUEST FOR EXPEDITED TREATMENT

Lightyear Network Solutions, LLC filed an application on December 15, 2003, requesting certificate of service authority to provide intrastate interexchange telecommunications services in Missouri.  In the last sentence of the application, Lightyear requests “expedited treatment to permit Applicants to consummate the proposed Transactions as soon as possible, but in no event after March 31, 2004.     

Lightyear’s request for expedited treatment does not comply with the requirements of 4 CSR 240-2.080(16) for the filing of a Motion for Expedited Treatment.  Therefore, the Commission will treat Lightyear’s request for expedited treatment merely as an informational statement rather than as a motion requiring a decision from the Commission. If Lightyear wants an order granting or denying its request for expedited treatment, it will need to file a proper motion that complies with 4 CSR 240-2.080(16).
