ORDER DIRECTING STAFF TO FILE A RECOMMENDATION 

On January 23, 2004, Touch America, Inc. filed an application asking the Commission to cancel its certificate of service authority to provide intrastate interexchange telecommunications services within the state of Missouri.  Touch America also asks the Commission to cancel its tariff.  Touch America’s application indicates that it does not currently have any voice service customers in Missouri and, as a result of its Chapter 11 bankruptcy filing, its ATM and Frame Relay customers have been or will be transferred to other carriers by February 28.  As a result, Touch America no longer intends to provide service in Missouri.  

So that it may be aware of progress in this case, the Commission will direct its Staff to file a recommendation regarding Touch America’s application by March 2, 2004.  At that time, the Staff should be able to tell the Commission whether Touch America’s ATM and Frame Relay customers have, in fact, been transferred to other carriers.   

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That the Staff of the Commission shall, no later than March 2, 2004, file its recommendation regarding Touch America’s Application to Cancel its Certificate of Service Authority and Tariffs.

That this order shall become effective on January 26, 2004.
