NOTICE OF NONCOMPLIANCE

Rickey Oaks filed a formal complaint against Broadwing Communications, LLC on January 5, 2004.  On January 6, the Commission issued a Notice of Complaint that informed Broadwing of the complaint and ordered it to file an answer, file notification that the complaint has been satisfied, or request mediation, within thirty days of the date of the notice.  Since the notice was issued on January 6, Broadwing’s response is due by February 5.  

On January 23, Broadwing filed a letter in response to Mr. Oaks’ complaint.  The letter was signed by Linda Gilmore, who identifies herself as a regulatory specialist.  Ms. Gilmore does not identify herself as an attorney.  Under Missouri law, a corporation may not appear before the Commission unless its is represented by an attorney licensed to practice law in Missouri.
  Since Broadwing’s letter, even if it would otherwise qualify as a answer, is not signed by an attorney licensed to practice law in Missouri, it is a nullity.

If Broadwing wishes to file an answer to Mr. Oaks’ complaint, it must file an appropriate pleading in proper form, signed by an attorney licensed to practice law in Missouri.
