ORDER DIRECTING FILING AND SHORTENING TIME FOR RESPONSE

On May 20, 2003, C III Communications, LLC, (C III) filed with the Missouri Public Service Commission its proposed tariffs, effective on July 4, 2003, and requested that they be incorporated into C III’s application for certification as an interexchange service provider.  On the same day, C III, C III Communications Operations, LLC (C III Ops), Broadwing Communications Services, Inc. (Broadwing-CSI), and Broadwing Telecommunications, Inc. (Broadwing‑TI) filed their joint motion, asking the Commission to waive Commission Rule CSR 240‑3.510(1)(C).

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-3.510(1)(C) requires that applications for a certificate of service authority to provide telecommunications services must include a proposed tariff with an effective date which is not fewer than forty-five days after the tariff’s issue date.

C III stated in its motion that its proposed tariffs are substantially identical to the tariffs of Broadwing-CSI and Broadwing‑TI, which are currently on file with the Commission and which are scheduled to be effective when the Commission approves the transfer of assets from Broadwing to C III. 

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.060(4) requires that a request for a waiver from Commission rules must contain:  (A) specific indication of the rule from which the waiver is sought; (B) the reasons for the proposed waiver and a complete justification setting out the good cause for granting the waiver; and (C) the name of any public utility affected by the variance or waiver.  The Commission finds that the movants have substantially complied with this rule.


Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.080(15) provides that parties are allowed not more than ten days in which to respond to any pleading, unless otherwise ordered by the Commission.  So that it may deal with these matters expeditiously, the Commission will shorten the time allowed for the filing of a response to the motion for waiver.  

Also, because of the proposed effective date requested by the movants, the Commission will order that the Staff of the Commission file a memorandum concerning recommendation in an expedited manner.  Any party wishing to respond to Staff’s memorandum must do so in an expedited manner.


The Commission will order the Staff of the Commission to file a pleading by May 30, 2003, stating whether it will be able to complete its investigation of the proposed tariff and be able to file its recommendation to the Commission in a timely fashion so that the tariffs may become effective on the same day that the Commission approves the transfer of assets from the Broadwing Companies to CIII.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission must file a pleading by May 30, 2003, giving a date when it will be able to complete its investigation of the proposed tariff and be able to file its report.

2. That this order will become effective on May 27, 2003.
