ORDER DIRECTING FILING


This order directs C III Communications Operations, LLC, to comply with the procedural rules of the Missouri Public Service Commission regarding changes of name.


On June 17, 2003, the Commission entered its Order Approving Transfer of Assets, in Case No. XA-2003-0356.  At paragraph 8 of the Ordered Section, the Commission ordered that C III Ops must file its request to recognize its name change to Broadwing Communications, LLC by June 27, 2003.


Also, on June 17, 2003, in Case No. XA-2003-0356, the Commission entered its Order Approving Interexchange and Nonswitched Local Exchange Certificate of Service Authority and Order Approving Tariff for C III Ops.  This order and C III Ops tariffs were made effective on July 4, 2003.


On June 24, 2003, C III Ops filed its Motion to Recognize Name Change Effective July 4, 2003.  Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.060(5) states:

A name change may be accomplished by filing the items below with a cover letter requesting a change of name.  Notwithstanding any other provision of these rules, the items required herein may be filed by a nonattorney. Applications for approval of a change of name shall include:...(B) Evidence of registration of the name change with the Missouri secretary of state....


C III Ops’ pleading did not comply with that part of the Commission rules cited above in that it did not include evidence of registration of the name change with the Missouri secretary of state.  C III Ops will be ordered to supply such evidence.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That C III Communications Operations, LLC, must file by June 27, 2003, evidence of registration of its name change that it filed with the Missouri secretary of state.

2. That this order will become effective on June 25, 2003.
