Staff Recommendation for Atmos Energy Corporation’s Scheduled Summer Season 2003 PGA Filing for “Area G” Effective April 1, 2003.

DATE:
March 24, 2003

On March 17, 2003, Atmos Energy Corporation (Atmos or Company) of Franklin, Tennessee, filed a tariff sheet proposed to become effective April 1, 2003.  The tariff sheet was filed to reflect scheduled changes in Atmos’ Purchased Gas Adjustment (PGA) factors as the result of estimated changes in the cost of natural gas for the upcoming summer season. The summer season includes the months of April through October. This tariff filing reflects changes in the Regular Purchased Gas Adjustment (RPGA) Factors.

The effect of this change will increase the net PGA factor in area “G” (former Greeley District) for the 2003 summer season to $0.5571 per Ccf from a scheduled 2002-2003 winter season net PGA factor of $0.3053 per Ccf.  When compared to the current rates, the effect of the proposed increase on a typical residential customer’s natural gas bills for the summer season is an approximate increase of $79 or 34%.  

Case No. GR-2003-0219, under which this change was filed, was established to track the Company’s PGA factors to be reviewed in its 2002-2003 ACA filing. Interim subject to refund status should be maintained pending a final Commission decision in Case No. GR-2003-0219.

Staff has verified that Atmos has filed its annual report and is not delinquent on any assessment. Staff is not aware of any other matter before the Commission that affects or is affected by this filing; however, the following Cases are pending before the Commission:
