On November 29, 2004, St. John’s Regional Medical Center (St. John’s), filed an Application for Cancellation of Certificate of Service Authority.  St. John’s was certificated by this Commission to provide shared tenant services (STS) on September 1, 1998 in Case No. TA-98-121.   

According to the application, St. John’s is not providing telecommunications services to third parties and has no intention of providing service in the future so cancellation of its certificate is not detrimental to the public interest.  The Staff has no objection to the request for cancellation and recommends the Commission issue an order to cancel St. John’s certificate of service authority to provide shared tenant services.  St. John’s also requests that the Commission waive any annual report/statement of revenue requirements which might otherwise be imposed on St. John’s for FY2004 and Staff does not oppose that request.  The Staff is unaware of any other filing which affects or which would be affected by this proposal.
