ORDER GRANTING REHEARING

Syllabus:  This order grants Sprint Missouri, Inc.’s Application and Motion for Rehearing.

On August 4, 2004, Socket Telecom, LLC, filed a Notice of Adoption of Interconnection Agreement.  The Commission issued an Order Recognizing Adoption of Interconnection Agreement.  In response, Sprint Missouri, Inc., filed its Application and Motion for Rehearing.  Sprint bases its motion upon the FCC’s Interim Rules that became effective September 13.
   

Section 386.500, RSMo, allows the Commission to grant rehearing if it finds sufficient reason to do so.  The Commission finds that the Telecommunications Act of 1996 does not deprive the Commission of its jurisdiction under Section 386.500 to grant rehearing.  The Commission further finds that Sprint stated sufficient reason for rehearing.  The sufficient reason is Sprint’s argument that the Interim Rules prevent Socket from adopting an interconnection agreement as of June 15, 2004. 
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Sprint Missouri, Inc.’s Application and Motion for Rehearing is granted.

2. That this order shall become effective on December 7, 2004.
