ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE OF SERVICE AUTHORITY

On December 30, 2004, Comdata Telecommunications Services, Inc., filed a pleading surrendering its certificate of service authority.  Comdata stated that it has no customers and has not conducted business in Missouri since prior to 2004.  The company further stated that canceling its certificate will not be detrimental to the public interest.

On January 7, 2005, the Staff of the Commission filed its Memorandum, recommending that the Commission cancel Comdata’s certificate.  Staff informs the Commission that on January 25, 1996, in Case No. TA-96-173, the Commission issued a certificate to Comdata granting the company the authority to provide interexchange telecommunications services.
Staff also stated that Comdata has no customers in Missouri and that cancellation of the company’s certificate will not be detrimental to the public interest.  Lastly, Staff informs the Commission that the company owes no assessment and is not delinquent with its annual reports.

Section 392.410, RSMo 2000, provides that “[a]ny certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected.”  The Commission finds that canceling the certificate of service authority of Comdata is not detrimental to the public interest and will therefore cancel the certificate and accompanying tariff.
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERD:

1. That the Certificate of Service Authority granted to Comdata Telecommunications, Inc., in Case No. TA-96-173 is canceled.

2. That Comdata Telecommunications Services, Inc.’s tariff, Missouri Tariff  No. 1, is canceled.

3. That this order shall become effective on February 5, 2005.
4. That this case may be closed on February 6, 2005.
