Staff Recommendation On Tariff Sheets Filed to Revise Transportation Tariff


Pursuant to a Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement

On November 7, 2003, Aquila, Inc. (Aquila) d/b/a Aquila Networks – L&P (L&P or Company) of Kansas City, Missouri, filed tariff sheets with the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission).  On November 17, 2003, Aquila filed a substitute tariff sheet to correct a typographical error.  The filing proposes to comply with the ORDER APPROVING STIPULATION AND AGREEMENT (Order) issued on November 6, 2003, in this case.  On November 7, 2003, MPS filed its AQUILA’S MOTION FOR APPROVAL OF TARIFF SHEETS ON LESS THAN 30 DAYS’ NOTICE / EXPEDITED TREATMENT (Aquila’s Motion).  Aquila’s motion requests expedited treatment to change the proposed December 7, 2004, effective date to November 10, 2003, to mirror the November 1, 2003, changes in Southern Star Central Gas Pipeline, Inc.’s (Southern Star) tariff with the Federal Energy Commission (FERC).  The proposed tariff changes are primarily a result of the termination of Aquila’s Pre-determined Allocation Agreement (a/k/a Burner Tip Balancing Agreement) with Southern Star.  If approved, the proposed tariff changes will implement generally the same conditions on the Company’s Large Volume Transportation (LVS) customers, as those imposed on Aquila by a daily allocation on the Southern Star system.  

On June 23, 2003, MPS filed tariff sheets with the Commission proposing to add language giving the Company the right to implement daily balancing on its LVS customers.  On July 18, 2003, Staff recommended suspension of the tariff because the FERC had not yet approved Southern Star’s tariffs allowing Southern Star to implement daily balancing on its system.  On June 23, 2003, the Commission issued its ORDER SUSPENDING TARIFFS.  On August 29, 2003, the Commission issued its ORDER GRANTING INTERVENTION, which allowed the Sedalia Industrial Energy Users’ Association (SIEUA) to intervene in this case.  On November 5, the parties filed a UNANIMOUS STIPULATION AND AGREEMENT.  On November 5, 2003, the Staff filed its STAFF SUGGESTIONS IN SUPPORT OF UNANIMOUS STIPULATION AND AGREEMENT.

Staff has reviewed this filing and has determined that the proposed tariff sheets are substantially similar to those attached to the Stipulation and Agreement in this case.  Staff has reviewed Aquila’s motion for expedited treatment, and Staff is of the opinion that good cause for approval of these tariff sheets on less than thirty (30) days notice is demonstrated by the tariff sheets that reflect the terms of the Stipulation and Agreement and reflect the November 1, 2003, changes in Southern Star’s tariff with the FERC.  Therefore, Staff recommends that the following tariff sheets filed on November 7, 2003, and as substituted on November 17, 2003, be allowed to become effective on an expedited basis:
