Staff Recommendation on Aquila’s Experimental Low Income Program Tariff and Motion For Expedited Treatment.

On September 17, 2004, Aquila, Inc. d/b/a Aquila Networks – MPS and L&P (Aquila or Company) of Kansas City, Missouri, filed an Experimental Low Income Program (ELIP) tariff and a Motion For Expedited Treatment (Application).  Aquila’s filing relates to an agreement reached between the parties pursuant to an ELIP in its recent rate case, GR-2004-0072.

Aquila had previously filed proposed tariff sheets for the purpose of implementing an ELIP on August 10, 2004 with an effective date of October 1, 2004.  The Commission’s Staff and the Office of the Public Counsel (OPC) reviewed those tariffs and requested certain changes to those tariff sheets.  Aquila withdrew the tariff sheets filed on August 10, 2004, and filed new tariff sheets on September 17, 2004, to incorporate the proposed modifications from the Commission Staff and the OPC.  Aquila has filed a Motion for Expedited Treatment requesting authorization to implement the ELIP on October 1, 2004.  Allowing the ELIP to go into effect by October 1, 2004, will provide the local action agency the ability to begin qualifying low-income participants during the month of October, prior to the winter heating season.

The Commission's Energy-Tariff/Rate Design Staff (Staff) has determined that Aquila has shown good cause for approval of the Application on less than thirty days, because Aquila’s low-income customers can begin the qualification process for the ELIP before the heating season begins.  The Staff has verified that this company has filed its annual report and is not delinquent on any assessment.  Staff is not aware of any other matter before the Commission that affects or is affected by this filing; however, the following cases involving this Company are pending before this Commission:
