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Staff's Recommendation to Approve Switched Access Service Tariff for The Pager Company d/b/a The Pager & Phone Company

On December 19, 2002, The Pager Company d/b/a The Pager & Phone Company (Pager) filed a tariff proposing to offer switched access services.  Switched access services are those services provided by local exchange carriers to connect end-users to/from the interexchange facilities of long distance companies.  Pager was certificated to provide basic local telecommunications service in Southwestern Bell exchanges in Case No. TA-99-115.  The name change to The Pager Company d/b/a The Pager & Phone Company was approved in Case No. TO-2002-165.  On November 15, 2002, Pager was certificated to provide interexchange service in the State of Missouri. FILLIN "TYPE PSC MO NO AND SHEET NUMBERS" \* MERGEFORMAT 


Pager’s originating and terminating switched access rates are to be no greater than the lowest Commission-approved corresponding access rates in effect for the incumbent local exchange carrier in whose service area Pager seeks to provide service and any increases in switched access rates above that maximum rate must be cost-justified.  Pager’s proposed access rates are found on pages 37 and 44 of the proposed tariff.  The Telecommunications Department Staff (Staff) has reviewed these rates and compared them to Southwestern Bell Telephone Company’s switched access rates and found them acceptable.  

On January 10, 2003, Pager submitted substitute sheets, which Staff finds acceptable.  Staff has no objection to the tariff, as amended, becoming effective.  Staff is not aware of any filing that affects or would be affected by this filing.
