ORDER SHORTENING TIME FOR FILING OF RESPONSES AND GRANTING ADDITIONAL EXTENSION OF TIME 


On September 18, 2002, the Commission ordered its Staff to file its report by November 18, 2002.  On November 14, 2002, the Staff requested an additional 30 days to file its report.  Due to the complexity of the issues in this case, however, the Commission granted Staff until January 6, 2003, to file its report.


On January 2, 2003, Staff filed its Second Motion for Extension of Time to File Report.  Staff noted that it has not yet been able to gather all of the necessary information from the parties.  Staff requests that it be allowed an additional 30 days to file its report.


Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) provides that parties shall be allowed not more than ten days to respond to pleadings, unless otherwise ordered by the Commission.  In order to address Staff’s request expeditiously, the Commission will shorten the time for the filing of responses.  And as the January 6 deadline is imminent, the Commission will grant a brief extension at this time.  The Commission will address whether to grant the full 30-day extension in a separate order.
   


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That any response to Staff’s Second Motion for Extension of Time to File

Report shall be filed no later than January 9, 2003.

That the deadline for the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission to file its investigative report is extended from January 6, 2003, to January 16, 2003.

3. That this order shall become effective on January 9, 2003.
