ORDER CANCELING SHARED TENANT SERVICES CERTIFICATE

This order cancels the certificate of service authority to provide shared tenant services granted to James R. Estes and Sara S. Estes.

On January 6, 2003, James R. Estes and Sara S. Estes filed an application to cancel their certificate of service authority to provide shared tenant services.  On January 9, 2003, the Applicants filed an amended application.  The Applicants stated that they were granted a certificate in Commission Case No. TA‑91‑392.

Applicants stated that the tenants of the buildings to which they provided shared tenant services now receive their telecommunications service directly from the local telecommunications provider.  The Applicants stated that they no longer provide telecom​munication services and have no customers in Missouri.

On February 14, 2003, the Commission’s Staff filed its recommendation.  Staff stated that there were no assessment fees that are overdue.  Staff recommended that the Commission cancel the Applicants’ certificate of service authority to provide shared tenant services.

The Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation certificate under Section 392.410.5, RSMo, which states:  “Any certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own application or upon application of the person or company affected.”  In addition, Section 392.460 requires that, before a telecommunications company can abandon its service, the company must show that customers will not be deprived of service and that the company’s action is not contrary to the public interest.

The Commission has reviewed the application, Staff’s recommendation, and the official case file.  The Commission finds that canceling the certificate will not affect customers or competition in Missouri, so there will be no detriment to the public interest.  Therefore, the Commission concludes that the certificate of service authority granted to James R. Estes and Sara S. Estes in Case No. TA‑91‑392 should be canceled.
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate of authority granted in Case No. TA‑91‑392 to James R. Estes and Sara S. Estes shall be canceled on March 10, 2003.
2. That this order shall become effective on March 10, 2003.
That this case may be closed on March 11, 2003.
