ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE OF SERVICE AUTHORITY

On January 31, 2003, TDS Engineering, L.L.C., filed an application to surrender its Certificate of Service Authority.  TDS stated that it was issued a certificate to provide interexchange and nonswitched local exchange telecommunication service in case number TA-98-398.  The company stated that it has no customers in Missouri and that canceling its certificate will not be detrimental to the public interest.

On February 5, 2003, the Missouri Public Service Commission issued an order directing the Staff of the Commission to file a report, informing that Commission of a date certain on which Staff would file memorandum in this matter.  Staff filed a memorandum on February 7, 2003.  In its memorandum Staff noted that TDS was granted a certificate of service authority to provide interexchange and nonswitched local exchange telecom​munications service on May 26, 1998, in case number TA-98-398.  Staff informs the Commission that the company has no customers in Missouri and owes no assessment fees or annual reports.  Staff has no objection to the application and recommends that the Commission cancel TDS’s certificate of authority to provide interexchange and nonswitched local exchange telecommunication service, as well as the company’s accompanying tariff.

Section 392.410(5), RSMo 2000, states:  “Any certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected. . . .”  The Commission has reviewed the application and the official file and finds that the Certificate of Service Authority granted to TDS in case number TA-98-398 shall be canceled, as well as the accompanying tariff.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Certificate of Service Authority to provide interexchange telecommunication service, granted to TDS Engineering, L.L.C., in case number TA‑98‑398, shall be canceled. 

2. That the approved tariff, associated with the Certificate of Service Authority to provide interexchange and nonswitched local exchange telecommunication service, granted to TDS Engineering, L.L.C., in case number TA-98-398, shall be canceled.

3. That this order shall become effective on March 2, 2003.

4. That this case may be closed on March 3, 2003.
