ORDER AND NOTICE

On November 15, 2002, St. Anthony’s Medical Center applied to the Commission for authority to provide private shared tenant services (STS).  St. Anthony’s applied under Section 392.410, RSMo 2000, which provides that no telecommunications company not exempt from that subsection shall conduct any business in this state until it has a certificate of service authority.

Under Section 392.520, RSMo 2000, STS telecommunications services shall be subject to the minimum regulation permitted by Chapter 392 for competitive telecommunications services.  Section 392.520 further provides that the Commission shall exempt STS telecommunications services from even those tariff filing requirements applicable to other competitive telecommunications services.

Due process requires that proper parties receive notice and an opportunity to intervene.  Therefore, the Data Center shall send a copy of this order to the incumbent local exchange telephone company serving St. Anthony’s.
