ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE OF SERVICE AUTHORITY

On December 10, 2002, TLX Communications, Inc., d/b/a TelAmerica filed a pleading, surrendering its certificate of service authority to provide interexchange telecommunications services.  TelAmerica stated that it was issued a certificate in case number TA-96-320.  The company stated that it has five customers in Missouri and on October 8, 2002, notified its customers that it would no longer be providing long distance service in Missouri.  TelAmerica affirms that canceling its certificates will not be detrimental to the public interest.

On December 13, 2002, the Missouri Public Service Commission issued an order directing the Staff of the Commission to file a memorandum, giving its recommendation in this matter.  Staff filed a memorandum on December 17, 2002.  In its memorandum Staff noted that TelAmerica was granted a certificate of service authority to provide inter​exchange telecommunication services on May 9, 1996, in case number TA-96-320.  Staff further informed the Commission that TelAmerica notified its five Missouri customers that TelAmerica would cease providing service on December 9, 2002.  Staff notes that accord​ing to TelAmerica all of those customers have switched to other carriers; therefore, surrender of the certificate is not detrimental to the public interest.  Staff finally states that it has no objections to the application and recommends that the Commission issue an order to cancel TelAmerica’s certificate as well as the accompanying tariff.

Section 392.410(5), RSMo 2000, states:  “Any certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected. . . .”  The Commission has reviewed the application and the official file and finds that the Certificate of Service Authority granted to TelAmerica in case number TA-96-320 shall be canceled.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Certificate of Service Authority to provide interexchange  telecommunications service, granted to TLX Communications, Inc., b/d/a TelAmerica in case number TA-96-320, shall be canceled.

2. That the tariff accompanying the Certificate of Service Authority, referenced in ordered paragraph 1, shall be canceled.

3. That this order shall become effective on January 17, 2003.

4. That this case may be closed on January 18, 2003.
