ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On October 8, 2002, in Case Number XM-2003-0056, the Commission issued an order transferring the assets of One Call Internet, Inc., to OCMC, Inc.  In the order, the Commission noted that upon completion of the transaction the certificates of service authority belonging to One Call Internet, Inc., d/b/a One Call Communications, Inc., OPTICOM, AdvanTel and 1-800 MAX-SAVE, would be cancelled.  On November 25, 2002, also in Case Number XM-2003-0056, Applicants filed a pleading indicating that the transfer of assets was complete.

On February 21, 2003, in the present case, One Call Internet, Inc., and OCMC, Inc., filed a Motion for Order Canceling Certificates.  In the prayer for relief Applicants request that the Commission enter an order canceling the certificates of service authority for One Call Internet, Inc, d/b/a AdvanTel; One Call Internet, Inc., d/b/a 1‑800‑MAX-SAVE, and One Call Internet, inc., d/b/a One Call Communications.  Applicants, however, do not ask that the certificate of One Call Internet, Inc., d/b/a OPTICOM be cancelled.

The Commission must know if this omission was an intentional or unintentional omission.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That One Call Internet, Inc., and OCMC, Inc., shall file a pleading, informing the Commission of whether or not One Call Internet, Inc., and OCMC, Inc., seek cancella​tion of the certificate of service authority of One Call Internet, Inc. d/b/a OPTICOM on or before March 31, 2003.

2. That if One Call Internet, Inc., and OCMC, Inc., do not seek cancellation of the certificate of service authority of One Call Internet, Inc, d/b/a OPTICOM, One Call Internet, Inc., and OCMC, Inc., shall provide an explanation no later than March 31, 2003, as to why they do not seek such cancellation.

3. That this order shall become effective on March 16, 2003.
