ORDER TERMINATING CERTIFICATE 

AND ACCOMPANYING TARIFF

 

 


On October 22, 2002, Advanced Tel, Inc. d/b/a Eatel filed an application with the Missouri Public Service Commission requesting that the Commission cancel its certificate of service authority and accompanying tariff.  Eatel indicates that it was granted a certificate of service authority to provide intrastate telecommunications services in Missouri in case number TA‑2002‑428 on April 4, 2002.  Eatel states that it has no customers in the state of Missouri and no longer offers telecommunications services in the state.


On October 30, 2002, the Staff of the Commission filed its recommendation and memorandum in which it recommends that the Commission cancel Eatel’s certificate of service authority and its accompanying tariff.  The Staff notes that because Eatel does not have any customers in the state of Missouri, the surrender of the certificate is not detrimental to the public interest.  Staff notes that the company has no annual reports or assessment fees overdue.  Staff states that the Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation’s certificate under Section 392.410, RSMo 2000, which provides that “[a]ny certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected.”


After considering Eatel’s application and Staff’s recommendation and memorandum, the Commission concludes that Eatel’s certificate of service authority and its accompanying tariff should be canceled.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate of service authority to provide interexchange telecommunications services granted to Advanced Tel, Inc. d/b/a Eatel is terminated.

2. That the tariff filed by Advanced Tel, Inc. d/b/a Eatel to provide interexchange telecommunications services is canceled.

3. That this order will become effective on November 10, 2002.
4. That this case may be closed on November 11, 2002.
