Staff Recommendation On Tariff Sheets Filed By Aquila, Inc. To Comply With The Commission’s February 21, 2002 Order Approving Stipulation And Agreement

On November 8, 2002, Aquila Networks – MPS, a division of Aquila, Inc. f/k/a UtiliCorp United, Inc. (MPS) of Kansas City, Missouri, filed with the Commission nine (9) tariff sheets with a proposed effective date of December 9, 2002.  These tariff sheets were designed to comply with the Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement approved by the Commission in its Order Approving Stipulation And Agreement (Order) issued February 21, 2002.  As ordered, the tariff sheets described MPS’s authorized electric service territory in congressional township format.  Although the Staff filed its recommendation with the Commission that it approve those tariff sheets, the Staff subsequently requested MPS to remove certain sections of land from the territory it had described in certain of the sheets in order to make them more accurately reflect MPS’ service territory.  In particular, the Staff requested the removal of certain land sections from the territorial description in order to reduce overlapping territorial descriptions with other electric utilities, even though territorial descriptions do not define service territories and each tariff sheet bears the following legend:

Orders granting the service territory take precedence in any discrepancies between them and the information listed above.  More detail is available in the orders, and the above should not be relied upon for detailed territory boundaries.

MPS filed substitute tariff sheets on December 3, 2002 to remove those certain land sections from the listed Counties and to extend the effective date of the tariff sheets as substituted from December 9, 2002 to December 16, 2002.

The Missouri Public Service Commission Energy Department Staff (Staff) has reviewed the filed tariff sheets, as substituted, and is of the opinion that they were timely filed and are in compliance with the Commission’s Order and the Stipulation And Agreement.  Staff therefore recommends that the Commission issue an order approving the following proposed tariff sheets to become effective on December 16, 2002, the requested effective date:
