Application to transfer Intermedia's residential IXC customers to WCOM.
Date:
May 28, 2002


WCOM acquired Intermedia on July 1, 2001 pursuant to a Commission order approving the transfer dated January 16, 2001 in Case No. TM-2001-314.

This application seeks approval to transfer approximately 50 Intermedia residential long distance customers to a WCOM subsidiary.  The migration is expected to take place on July 15, 2002.  At this time, Intermedia will continue to provide certain services after the transfer (such as ATM and frame relay) under its existing long distance tariff.  It plans to revise the tariff upon completion of the transfer, and narrow it down to remaining services.  The overall plan for Intermedia's remaining lines of business/service is still in formulation.  It should also be noted that along with the application, the Applicants have also filed a motion for expedited treatment.
The Applicants have stated compliance with 47 C.F.R. Section 64.1120(e), requiring notice to customers, and permitting the transfer of those customers without first obtaining each customer’s authorization and verification.  The Applicants have sent a letter to affected customers informing them of the impending change and the options available to the customer.  Applicants state that customers will have received notice at least 60 days before the expected transfer.  Staff has evaluated the letter of notice and finds it adequate.  Because the Applicants have properly notified customers according to FCC rules, the Applicants also request a waiver of Commission Rule 33.150 which requires  customer authorization to change a customer’s interexchange carrier.  Staff finds this request to be reasonable.

The Staff states that the application meets the requirements of all applicable statutes and rules, specifically, one or more of the following:  Sections 392.300, 392.540 RSMo 2000, 4 CSR 240-2.060, 2.015, and 33.150.

The Staff is unaware of any other filing which affects or which would be affected by this tariff filing.  Staff has no objections to the filing.
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
