ORDER RECOGNIZING CHANGE OF NAME AND

APPROVING ADOPTION NOTICE AND TITLE SHEET

On June 24, 2004, NUI Telecom, Inc., filed a letter notifying the Missouri Public Service Commission of a name change to BCN Telecom, Inc.  With its letter the company filed an Adoption Notice, a title sheet reflecting the new corporation name and an Amended Certificate of Authority, reflecting the new name, from the Missouri Secretary of State.  The Adoption Notice and title sheet bear an effective date of July 24, 2004.

The Staff of the Commission filed its memorandum on July 12, 2004, recommending that the Commission approve the name change and accompanying tariff sheets.  In its memorandum, Staff informed the Commission that the company is not delinquent in filing its annual report or paying its annual assessment.

Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.060(5) states that a name change can be accomplished by filing a statement, clearly setting out the old and new name, evidence of registration with the Missouri Secretary of State, and an adoption notice and revised tariff title sheet with an effective date of no fewer than 30 days.

The Commission has reviewed the company’s pleadings and Staff’s memorandum, and finds that the company has satisfied the requirement of 4 CSR 240-2.060(5).  The Commission will therefore recognize the name change of NUI Telecom, Inc., to BCN Telecom, Inc.  The Commission further finds that the adoption notice and tariff title page, reflecting the name change, will be approved.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Commission shall recognize NUI Telecom, Inc.’s name change to BCN Telecom, Inc.

2. That the revised tariff title sheet, Tariff File No. YX-2004-1510, is approved to become effective on July 24, 2004.

3. That the Adoption Notice is approved.

4. That this order shall become effective on July 24, 2004.

5. That this case may be closed on July 25, 2004.
