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On April 18, 2002 Broadview NP Acquisition Corp. d/b/a Broadview Net Plus filed an application For Approval of the Transfer of Certain Assets, Including the Customer Base, of Network Plus, Inc. to Broadview NP Acquisition Corp. d/b/a Broadview Net Plus (Broadview).  Applicant states that due to the bankruptcy of Network Plus, Inc. (Network) and in keeping with the instructions of the bankruptcy court Broadview will take over certain assets of Network, including the customer base. 

On the same date Broadview filed for a Certificate of Service Authority and for Competitive Classification in XA-2002-1029, a related filing. Staff is recommending approval of both filings. Staff also recommends approval of applicant’s request for a  waiver of the requirements of 4 CSR 240-33.150 (the slamming rule) since Broadview will continue Network’s rates and service arrangements and Network customers will be informed of the transaction 30 days prior to it taking effect. This will provide customers the opportunity to change to another carrier if they so desire (paragraph 9, page 7).  

According to 4 CSR 240-2.060(3), competitively classified companies are exempt from providing certain information such as public interest information in applications to merge, consolidate or sell/transfer assets.  Based on the limited information provided to Staff, Staff does not believe the transaction will be detrimental to the public interest.  Any transaction, solely involving competitively classified companies, is not detrimental to the public interest since a customer can freely switch to another provider.
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
