ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE AND TARIFF

This order cancels the certificate of service authority and accompanying tariff of Network Plus, Inc.

On June 11, 2002, the Commission issued an order granting Broadview NP Acquisition Corp. d/b/a Broadview Net Plus authority to acquire all of the assets, including the Missouri customers, of Network Plus, Inc.  On August 23, legal counsel for Broadview filed a letter indicating that the transaction approved by the Commission has been completed.  Broadview now owns the assets of Network Plus and is serving Network Plus’ former customers in Missouri.  Broadview indicated that Network Plus is no longer providing service in Missouri, and asked that the Commission cancel Network Plus’ tariff and certificate of service authority.  

On August 26, the Commission issued an order directing its Staff to file a recommendation indicating whether the tariffs and certificate of service authority of Network Plus should be canceled.  Staff filed its recommendation and memorandum on September 4.  Staff indicates that it has reviewed Broadview’s request and recommends that Network Plus’ certificate and tariff be canceled.  

The Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation’s certificate pursuant to Sec​tion 392.410.5, RSMo 2000, which states, in part:  “Any certifi​cate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected.”  

The Commission finds that Network Plus’ certificate of service authority and tariff should be canceled.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate of service authority of Network Plus, Inc. is canceled.

2. That Mo PSC Tariff No. 2, issued by Network Plus, Inc., is canceled.

3. That this order shall become effective on September 15, 2002.

4. That this case may be closed on September 16, 2002.
