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STAFF RECOMMENDATION

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Staff”) and for its Recommendation states:

1.
On August 14, 2002 One Call Internet, Inc. and OCMC, Inc. filed an Application with the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Commission”) for approval of a transaction whereby all of One Call Internet, Inc.’s long distance telecommunications and telecommunication operator services, business, customers, products and support will be transferred to OCMC, Inc.

2.
Paragraph 7 of the Application states in part that “OCMC will be guided by the same senior management team currently at One Call. There will be no interruption in business operations.”

3.
Paragraph 11 of the Application states that “this Transaction is not detrimental to the public interest.  Applicants submit that the Transaction will not diminish competition in the Missouri telecommunications market and is designed to minimize disruption of service to existing customers to whom the Transaction will be virtually transparent.”  Applicants have assured Staff that their customers will be notified of the change.

4.
The sale of assets is covered by Section 392.300, RSMo (2000) and 4 CSR 240-2.060(7). Applicable case law provides that the Commission may approve an asset transfer it is “not detrimental to the public interest”. State ex rel. Fee Fee Trunk Sewer, Inc. v. Litz, 596 S.W.2d 466, 468 (Mo. App. E.D. 1980).

5.
In the attached Memorandum, which is labeled Appendix A, Staff summarizes its review of the Application and concludes that the transaction will not be detrimental to the public interest.

WHEREFORE, Staff recommends that the Commission approve the transfer of One Call Internet, Inc.’s long distance telecommunications and telecommunication operator services, business, customers, products and support to OCMC, Inc., require OCMC, Inc. to notify the customers of the change in their carrier and waive 4 CSR 240-33.150, the slamming rules.
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
